Grid West Project

The first round of public consultation on the Grid West project commenced in May 2012. The public and interested stakeholders were invited to comment on the study area map and identify constraints within the study area that should be considered by the project team. The project team also carried out desktop studies and research to gather further information about the study area.

The Grid West project team will now commence a second round of consultation which will take place over a 4 week period from 21st August to 21st September 2012. This second round of public consultation will focus on presenting and consulting on the information gathered to date on the project study area.
