Robe Pastoral Area Philippines Project Update 
Excerpt from Sr. Evelyn Flanagan’s Badjao Tribe Newsletter (December 2012).

July also saw the arrival of the SERVE volunteers. This year all of the volunteers were from south Co. Mayo and called themselves the Robe SERVE! The children and parents had a simple welcoming program prepared for them on their initial visit to the area. It was great to see the volunteers again and to experience their enthusiasm to begin work. They worked mostly with the Badjao for the whole time they were in Cebu. It was not easy as they alternated between the construction of the houses, the Kinder children, feeding program, literacy and remedial work. They were very well prepared and never wasted time. There was a great support system in the group so that no one felt at a loss at any time. If they were not sure what to do at a given time, one of their group helped them out and set them going again. All this was done with great ease but it was not lost on our teachers who were very aware of what was going on all the time and learned a lot from the cooperation of the group. 
It was noted by the Tribe that many of the volunteers were girls working on the buildings without any problem. This set the women to start on the buildings also and before long, many women were working alongside the men. At first this was a problem with the men but after a while it was great to see them working together. It created a different atmosphere. Up to the present, the women can be seen on the site working away with blocks, wood and generally, making a difference. Before the volunteers came, the women's role was to tend the little gardens, keep the surrounds clean and garbage tree and generally, to do the chores around the area. All that changed with the arrival of the Robe!!The students gained confidence during the various activities and could be heard speaking English which they would never attempt during the year. Even the little ones loved having the volunteers in the classes and were always around them even outside class hours playing games, showing them Bajdao games and learning new games from the group.

Their impact on the Tribe was great and still continues three months after their departure. One of the memorable days for the students was the sports fest they held in Holy Family Retreat House grounds. The Redemptorists rented the grounds out for the day so that the fest could be held. The volunteers had brought complete sets of sports wear (knee socks included!!) and each student was given a set. There was sufficient for all the students to form various teams. This was something to experience in the Philippines where, normally, the youth wear old pants only as they could not afford any sports gear. The day was spent in various activities and each student participated fully in each event. Thanks to the donors in the Robe Pastoral Area for all the sports gear. It was put to great use. 

On July 31, SERVE spent their final day in the area. The whole tribe gave them a fond and colourful farewell program and were truly sad to see them leave. They continue to ask when the group intends to come again to be with them as they became a very important part of tribal life during their time here. Before leaving Cebu, the SERVE group gave a farewell supper and concert to the partner communities and foster families. All enjoyed the celebration and continue to talk about the Irish who love to sing.
