Robe Pastoral Area Project - Here is an update on the Typhoon situation in the Philippines . Evelyn Flanagan (Presentation Sister who works with the Badjao Tribe) has been in touch to confirm they are all ok after the typhoon. “The typhoon left us really reeling and wondering if we would be taken straight to heaven with its force, but no damage in Badjao area and most importantly, no injuries. The worst of the typhoon passed just north of Cebu city. It hit the northern part of Cebu Island very hard along with Leyte and Samar Islands .”


SERVE is supporting the relief effort through the Redemptorists in Cebu . In the nearby city of Tacloban on Leyte Island , 2,000 people are using the Redemptorist church as a temporary home. We are helping provide food, medical supplies, blankets and tents for these people.
