His book “Logainmneacha Mhaigh Eo”  is a long-running study of approximately 3,500 townland and island names of County Mayo.
The walk to the Iron Furnace hosted by Paul Mc Guire revealed loads of hidden history. This is a little gem hidden away in the bog and Paul’s knowledge of its working was very informative.

On Wednesday and Thursday night Pat and Martin Gibbons gave effortlessly of their time to display local archive photos and videos. We also thank Broderick electrical and Sheridan electrical for sponsoring a TV/DVD to host the event.

The highlight of our Heritage week was the launch of Peter Hennelly Mc Loughlins book “Partry People of Co.Mayo”.Peter’s work over 20 years culminated in the publication of this wonderful book of facts on births deaths and marriages. This book is a must have, on any book shelf, to take down and browse through and read about ancestors gone by from the parish.
